Notes from the September Show Table 
 

 On our September Show Table, the plant shown here 
was listed as Chtra. Sharifa Alsagoff.  Chtra. is the accepted 
abbreviation for the genus Christieara, a cross of three genera:  
Aeridies x Ascocentrum x Vanda. 
 
 Christieara hybrids may be grown in pots with coarse 
media but ideally in a basket or mounted with daily watering.  
Grow these hybrids in intermediate to hot conditions (or 68°F to 
85°F at night) in bright, indirect light.  Some hybrids are toler-
ant of full sun conditions. Fertilize weekly, heavily (full dose) 
while actively growing but less during the cooler months.
